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Park Commissioners Approve
Lake Glenview Boating Rules

Glenview Park Board commissioners approved
regulations and an intergovernmental agreement with
the village to allow boating on Lake Glenview, with
restrictions, beginning in May.

Village trustees are expected to vote on the agree-
ment at their Tuesday, March 7 board meeting.

If approved by village trustees, the boating season
would run from May 1 through Oct. 1. Boating would
only be allowed during daylight hours and boaters

would be required to have a permit. No boating would
be allowed on July 4 or when a red cautionary flag
is flying.

Only kayaks, canoes and rowboats would be allowed
on Lake Glenview. Motorized vessels, paddle boats
and sailboats would be barred from the manmade
lake.

Boaters would only be allowed to access the lake
with their craft at a boat launch off West Lake Av-
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enue between Patriot Boulevard and Lehigh Avenue.
Placing a boat in the water or removing a boat from
other locations would also be prohibited. An island
in the middle of Lake Glenview would also be off
limits to boaters.

All boaters would be required to wear life jackets.
Those younger than 13 would need to be accompanied
by someone older than 18. Dogs would also not be

Glenview officials continue
calls for a full environmental
impact study on effects of
proposed rail service increases
on the Amtrak Hiawatha line.
Those calls come as Wisconsin
